ground or on a ramp. The entire entry in a breed is to be examined in the same manner on the ramp or on the ground.  

Breeds not designated as either table or ramp breeds are customarily examined on the ground. At the discretion of the judge, ramps may be used to judge 

any breed. The entire entry in a breed is to be examined in the same manner.
