Adog awarded WINNERS at a championship show held under these Dog Show Rules shall
be credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5), and the determination of the
number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.
SECTION 2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be
allocated a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded Winners, total all the Dogs in
the competition which the dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed
awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best Breed of Best of Opposite Sex and then consult schedule set
forth above. The new system provides for additional points if a dog awarded Winners also placed in the
Group, as listed hereunder.
