In the case of Non-acceptance, the fee shall be returned with the reason for non-acceptance. No
one shall have claim or recourse against the organization holding the show, or any officia
connected therewith for therefusal of any entry.

ATTENTION: FOREIGN EXHIBITORS
Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating
currency rates, discounted cheques will not be accepted.
Personal cheques will be accepted, however, they are to be payable in Canadian Funds. If you sent a
chegue in US funds, it must be made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be
refunded to the exhibitor.

GENERAL RULESCOVERING THESE SHOWSAND TRIALS

1. The Club reservesthe right to remove any person from the Show. The Show Superintendent shall
havefull control of theabove Showsand Trials, which will be governed by CKC Rules.

2. The Show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will
not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident, or other misfortune, to either
dogs, exhibitorsor patrons.

3. A Judge or any person participating in any capacity at a Dog Show held under CKC Rules shall
not be subjected to any indignity of any kind during the progress of the Show and it shall be the duty
and obligation of the Club holding the Show to see that this Rule is effectively carried out. The Show
Superintendent shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of the Rule, and the Discipline
Committee shall have the power to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indication
that thisRule hasbeen violated.

4. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they are on the
Show Grounds.

5. Dogs must be on the Grounds one hour before the judging of their Breeds, and may be removed
when not required for further judging.

6. DOGS MUST BE READY FOR JUDGING. The Club will not be responsible for and is not
obligated to provide any service for notifying owners or agents of Breed or Class Judging. No Ring
shall be held up waiting Exhibitors or Handlers. Exhibitors and Handlers with more than one dog
shall have substitute Handler savailable so that judging will not be delayed.

7. The owner of a dog entered in these Shows s entirely responsible for any error in entering his dog,
regardlessof how or by whom the Entry was made.

8. A dog once disqualified for any reason at a Championship Show held under these Rules cannot
again be shown at a Show held under these Rules until the dog has been examined by an Official
Committee appointed by the CKC and the committee finds the dog is free from the condition which
prompted the disqualification. Application for reinstatement must be accompanied by a fee of $25.00
which shall be forfeited to the CKC if the Examining Committee is satisfied that the dog should
remain disqualified. All awards earned by a dog shown in violation of thisrule shall be cancelled by
the CK C and the owner of thedog issubject to disciplinary action.

9. Exhibitorsand Handlerswill be responsible for their dogs and for their equipment left at the Show
Grounds.

10. For the benefit of the health of animals and the pleasure of the Exhibitors and the Spectators we
insist upon keeping our Grounds as clean as possible. Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after
their dogs. Please Exer cise your dog BEFORE taking it to the Judging Ring. Dogs ar e to be exer cised
inthedesignated areasonly, NOT in thevicinity of the Ring areas.

11. No entry fees will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fore, an act of god, public emergency, act of public enemy, strikes or any other cause
beyond the control of the Club.

12. Entry Fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by the
Veterinarian or Judge, barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBERS

Effective Jan/1992 all dogs that are foreign-born and foreign-owned and enter
Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC (Canadian Kennel Club) events will
no longer require a CKC registration number but will require an ERN - Event
Registration Number. This ERN does not register a dog with CKC for breeding
purposes as defined in the Animal Pedigree Act but rather enables a foreign-owned
dog to be awarded titles by the Canadian Kennd Club. Each dog must have its
own number. To obtain an ERN, mail or fax a photocopy of the dog's foreign
registration certificate with cheque or VISA/MasterCard number (expiry date,
cardholder's name and signature). Provide your complete address for return of the
ERN to you. Cost is $59.40 plus 5% GST. ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR
WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FIRST DAY OF ENTERING A CKC EVENT. A CKC

CCN _NUMBER (Canine Companion Number) Allows mixed breeds and
unrecognized breed dogs to participate in the CKC Performance Events.

The following classes will be offered in each Obedience trial: Pre-novice, Novice A, Novice B,
Novice C, Novice intermediate, Veterans, Open A, Open B, Utility A, Utility B.

Scores earned by dogs entered in Pre-Novice, Novice C, and Veteransare not digiblefor Highin
Trid.

Pre-Novice:

Is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter Novice Classes. The Pre-
Novice Class shall be for any dog which has not earned the title of PCD. Dogs in this class may
be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.
The same handler must handle each dogin al 5 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In
such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in
Group Exercises. Only dogsthat have not earned thetitle of CD may enter the Pre-Novice class.

Novice A:

For any dog which has not earned the title of CD. Only one dog per handler is alowed in this
class, and that person must handle the dog in al exercises. The handler of any dog in this class
must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families and must be digible to
handle under Section 10.1.4 (as follows): No person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has
earned a CDX title shall be alowed to handle a dog in this class. When a dog is wrongfully
entered in this class, any score awarded will be cancelled.

NoviceB:

For any dog which has not earned the title of CD. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner
or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must
handle each dog in al sx exercises unless he has two or more dogs entered. In such cases, he
must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the Group
Exercises. No dog may be entered in both Novice A and Novice B Class a any onetrial.

Novice C

For any dog that has earned the title CD, CDX, or UD or any Obedience Trial Championship
title prior to the closing date of the tria in which it is to be entered. Dogs in this class may be
handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class.
The same handler must handle each dog in all exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered.
In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged
together in the Group Exercises. Dogs may compete in the Novice C class indefinitely. Scores
earned by dogs entered in this Class are not digible for High In Trial and do not qualify a dog
for any title. Dogs may be entered in the Novice C Class in addition to any other Officia or
Unofficial classesfor which they are digible.

Novice Intermediate - The Novice Intermediate Classis an elective class and earning thetitleis not
arequirement to enter the Open Classes. Novice Intermediate Class shall be for any dog of any
recognized or listed breed which has earned the title of Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent,
Utility Dog or any Obedience Trial Championship. Scores earned by dogs competing in this class are
not eligible for High in Tria. Dogsin this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. A
person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle each dogin al 6
exercises.




OpenA:

For any dog which has earned the title of CD but has not earned the title CDX. The handler of
any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of the immediate family. Only one dog
per handler is alowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. Any
person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a UD title may not handle a dog in
this class. A dog which has earned its CDX title is not eligible for entry in this class but may
be entered in the Open B Class. When a dog is wrongfully entered in this class, any score
awarded will be cancelled.

Open B:
For any dog which has earned the title of CD. Dogs which have earned the title of CDX or

UD must enter the Open B Class. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any
other person. A person may enter or handle more than one dog in this class. The same
handler must handle each dog in all 7 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such
case, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in
the Group Exercises. No dog may be entered in both the Open A and Open B classes at any
one trial. A dog dligible for entry in the Utility Class at any obedience tria held under these
rules is also digible for entry in the Open Class B at the same trid. Prior to the start of
judging, the judge will decide the order of exercises to be performed. This order will not be
disclosed to exhibitors until it is posted at ring side, approximately 30 minutes before the start
of the class. In future assignments, judges are required to alternate the six orders of exercises
so that each set will be used approximately the same number of times.

For any dog which has earned the title of CDX, but has not earned the title of UD. Any person
who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a MOTCh. title may not handle dogs in this
class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate
families. Owners may enter more than one dog in this class. The same person must handle the
dog in al exercises. When a dog is wrongfully entered in this class, any score awarded will be
cancelled.

Utility Class B:
For any dog which has earned the title of CDX or UD. Dogs in this class may be handled by

the owner or any other person. Owners may enter more than one dog in this class. The same
person must handle the dog in all exercises. No dog may be entered in both the Utility A and
Utility B classes at any one tria. Prior to the start of judging, the judge will choose which of
the six numbered routines will be performed. This choice will not be disclosed to exhibitors
until it is posted at ringside a least 30 minutes before the start of the class.



RALLY OBEDIENCE CL ASSES

Rally Ring sizewill be50" x 50'.
Order of judging will be determined at the close of entries.

Thefollowing classes will be offered in each Rally Obediencetria: Rally Novice A, Rally
Novice B, Rally Intermediate, Rally Advanced A, Rally Advanced, B, Rally Excdllent A,
Rally Excellent B.

RALLY NOVICE A:

Dogs competing in this class may not have earned the R. N. title or any CKC Obedience title
other than P.C.D. No handler who has exhibited a dog through its CKC C.D.X. title shall be
eligible to enter this class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner, or
a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All
exercises arejudged on leash, and all dogs must enter and |eave the ring on leash.

RALLY NOVICE B:

Any dog may compete in this class until a qualifying score in the Rally Advanced Class is
earned. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class. A person may enter more
than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged on leash, and al dogs must enter and leave
thering on leash.

RALLY INTERMEDIATE:

The Rally Intermediate Class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter
Rally Advanced Classes.(CKC rules, 10.1.2) This class shall be for dogs that have earned the
R.N. title. A dog completing the R.I. or any other obedience or rdly titles may continue to
compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs in this class.
A person may enter more than one dog in this class. This class (performed on leash, no jumps,
no A or B division) may be entered indefinitely. Judges would ordinarily use the same course for
it as for their Advanced Classes, substituting one other exercise for the jump required in
Advanced.

RALLY ADVANCED A;

This class shall be for dogs that have won the Rally Novice (R. N.) title but have not won the
Rally Advanced (R. A.) title or any CKC Novice Obediencetitle. The handler of any dog in this
class must be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may
enter more than one dog in this class. A dog may continue to compete in this class after the
owner has been notified by at least 2 different judges that the dog has won 3 qualifying scores
in this class. However, a dog may not be entered or exhibited in this classin any rally tria after
the owner has received officia notification from the CKC that the dog has won the title. All
dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash.

RALLY ADVANCED B:

This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.N. title. A dog completing the R.A. title may
continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs
in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged off
leash. All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash. No dog may be entered in both Rally
Advanced A and Rally Advanced B at any onetrid.

RALLY EXCELLENTA;

This class shall be for dogs that have earned the R. A. title, but have not earned the R. E. title or
any CKC Obedience title other than P.C.D. No handler who has exhibited a dog through its
CKC C.D.X. title shdl be digible to enter this class. The handler of any dog in this class must
be the owner, co-owner, or a member of their immediate families. A person may enter more
than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged off leash. There is also a Sit stay exercise
after thefinish sign. All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash.



RALLY EXCELLENTB:

This class will be for dogs that have earned the R.A. title. A dog completing the R.E. title may
continue to compete in this class indefinitely. The owner or any other person may handle dogs
in this class. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. All exercises are judged off
leash. Thereisadit stay exercise after the finish sign.

All dogs must enter and leave the ring on leash. No dog may be entered in both Rally Excellent
A and Rally Excellent B at any onetrial.
