BEST OWNER HANDLED DOG IN GROUP AND SHOW August 1 & 3, 2014
The handler of the dog must be the owner of record or a direct family member. The owner-handler must show the dog
at all levels of competition. This competition is open to non-professionals only. Anyone who has handled dogs in a
professional capacity in the past 2 years is not eligible to participate.

The AKC understands “Professional” to refer to “A person engaged in a specified activity, especially a sport,

as a main paid occupation rather than as a pastime” *

Owner-Handled competition is an unofficial class. There are no additional fees for this event. Participants must be
entered in a regular conformation class and the status as an Owner Handled entry must be made in the appropriate box
on the entry form. Only owner-handled dogs that receive a Best of Breed ribbon are eligible to compete in the Best
Owner Handled (BOH) Dog in Group. The winner of BOH in Group will compete in BOH in Show after the completion of
Best Puppy in Show unless the dog was already defeated, at the Best in Show level, by another owner-handled dog that
is entered in this competition
