A dog bathing station is available. 
 
Electrical hook-ups will be available in the grooming area.  Cost is $20.00 for the weekend. 
 
DIRECTIONS: 

From the East (Toronto, Ottawa, Montreal): Take Hwy. 401 West to exit 278 (Hwy. 8 West). Follow Hwy. 8 West 
through Kitchener. Join Hwy. 7/8 West to Stratford. The Festival Inn is on the right, just as you enter Stratford.  
 
From the West (London, Windsor): Take Hwy. 401 East to exit 222. Follow County Road 6 north to Stratford. Turn 
right onto Ontario Street. The Festival Inn is on the left across from the Festival Marketplace Shopping Mall.  
 
From the South (Niagara Peninsula, Hamilton): Follow the Queen Elizabeth Way to exit 100 (Hwy. 403). Take Hwy. 
403 West to Hwy. 6 and head north towards Guelph. Exit to Hwy. 401 West at Morriston. Proceed to exit 278 (Hwy. 8 
West). Follow Hwy. 8 West through Kitchener. Join Hwy. 7/8 West to Stratford. The Festival Inn is on the right, just 
as you enter Stratford.
