A dog that isindividually registered in the records of the CKC and has fulfilled the requirements for a
title, in accordance with Section 9.4.2 and 10.4.2 of the Obedience Rules may be moved up to the next
level of Obedience or Rally Obedience competition providing the transfer was submitted to the Trial
Secretary, in WRITING, by the owner or handler, one hour prior to the opening of thefirst trial.
Where one or moretrialsare held on the same day in the same venue, therequest for moving the dog
up must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of thetrial for which the dogis
being moved up to, TRIAL SCHEDULE PERMITTING.

BITCHESIN SEASON

Bitches coming into season MAY NOT competein Obedience or Rally Trials. Entry fees will be
refunded ONLY if the Trial Secretary receivesa Veterinarian's Certificate PRIOR to the
commencement of the Trial.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)

ERN to be sent to you

This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of thefirst day of entering a
CKC event.
