The club reserves the right to remove any person from the show. The show superintendent
shall have full control of these shows and trials, which will be governed by CKC rules.

Any dog excused by the show superintendent or veterinarian for any reason shall not,
compete in any class for any awards for the balance of the show.

The show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors
but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident or other
misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors, spectators, vendors or equipment.

not be subjected to any indignity of any kind during the progress of the show and it shall be
the duty and obligation of the Club holding the show to see that this rule is effectively carried
out. The Show Superintendent shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of the rules,
and the Discipline Committee shall have the power to take such action as it deems fit on
receipt of a report indicating that this rule has been violated.

Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they are on
the show grounds.

DOGS MUST BE READY FOR JUDGING. The Club will not be responsible for and is not
obligated to provide any service for notifying owners or agents of breed or class judging. No
ring shall be held up waiting for exhibitors or handlers. Exhibitors & Handlers with more than
one dog shall have substitute handlers available so the judging will not be delayed. All start
times are PACIFIC DAYLIGHT TIME.

The owner of a dog entered in these shows is entirely responsible for any error in entering his/
her dog, regardless of how or by whom the entry was made.

A dog once disqualified for any reason at a championship show held under these rules
cannot again be shown at a show held under these rules until the dog has been examined

by an official committee appointed by the CKC and the committee finds the dog is free

from the condition which prompted the disqualification. Application for reinstatement must
be accompanied by a fee of $50.00 plus GST which shall be forfeited to the CKC if the
examining committee is satisfied that the dog should remain disqualified. All awards earned
at a dog show in violation of this rule shall be canceled by the CKC and the owner of the dog
is subject to disciplinary action.

Exhibitors and handlers will be responsible for their dogs and for their equipment left at the
show grounds.

For the benefit of the health of animals and the pleasure of the exhibitors and spectators

we insist upon keeping our grounds and buildings as clean as possible. Exhibitors are
responsible for cleaning up after their dogs. Please exercise your dog BEFORE taking it to the
judging ring. Dogs are to be exercised in the designated areas only, not in the vicinity of the
ring areas.

No entry fee will be refunded if the show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fire, an Act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, strikes or any other
cause beyond the control of the Club.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by the
veterinarian or judge, or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.

ALL EXHIBITORS, HANDLERS AND PATRONS ARE EXPECTED TO
KNOW AND ABIDE BY THE CKC DOG SHOW RULES

ADDITIONAL SHOW INFORMATION

SECTION 8.6.1 & 8.6.3 OF THE CONFORMATION SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS:
The authorities of any show may:

a) decline to accept entries for just cause and/or

b) refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the show building on account of
disease or viciousness.

c) in the case of non-acceptance, the fee shall be returned with the reason for non-
acceptance. No one shall have any claim or recourse against the organization
holding the show, or any official connected therewith for the refusal of any entry.
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CHAMPIONS AND CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

SECTION #1. A dog awarded WINNERS at a Championship show held under these Dog Show Rules
shall be credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5), and the determination of
the number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided
hereunder.

SECTION #2. The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated
a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as follows;

To determine the number of points earned by a dog awarded Winners, total all dogs in competition
which were defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed awards: Winners,
Best of Winners, Best of Breed or Best Opposite Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above.

A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed Championship show will be credited with 5 points inclusive
of any points earned at the breed or group level. In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a

dog that is disqualified or that is dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge, shall NOT be
included in the calculation for championship points (Absentees are not to be included). In order for a dog to
be recognized as a Canadian Champion it must: (1) earn at least ten championship points under at least three
different judges; and (2) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have a CKC Event Registration
Number (ERN) (3) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed or group level.

GRAND CHAMPION (GCH)

The title of Grand Champion may only be earned after the completion of the CKC Conformation
Championship. Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the Conformation
Championship and do not include the points earned in attaining the Conformation Championship. Al
required points are to be earned at the breed level. To be awarded a Grand Champion title, a dog must
attain a minimum of 20 points which must include one Best of Breed and a minimum of two wins of at least
two points each. a) Grand Champion Point System Points towards the Grand Champion title are awarded

to the Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch. Points are calculated based on the
number of animals competing at the breed level for the Best of Breed Winner and the number of similar sex
dogs competing for the other three (Best of Opposite, Select Dog, Select Bitch). The following schedule shall
be employed in the determination of points awarded as follows:

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or
ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for Grand Champion points.

The title of Grand Champion shall not be awarded retroactively and all points towards this title must be
achieved after the date of January 1, 2013. Points earned toward the Grand Champion title are to be
recorded by the owner/handler on the form obtained from the Canadian Kennel Club. Once the owner/
handler believes that their exhibit has attained the requirements for the Grand Champion title, the form may
be submitted to the Canadian Kennel Club for verification and awarding of the title.

Grand Champion Excellent (GChEX) The title of Grand Champion Excellent may only be earned after the
completion of the CKC Grand Championship title.

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EXTRACTS FROM THE CONFORMATION SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS

CHAPTER 4.1.3 - JUDGES

A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to any indignities of any
kind during the progress of the show, and it shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding
the show to see this rule is effectively enforced.

CHAPTER 8 - ENTRIES and ENTRY FEES
Section 8.3.1
Every dog entered in Championship Shows held under these rules must be registered, have an
Event Registration Number, eligible for registration with the CKC or have a CKC Miscellaneous
Class Certification number issued by the CKC Chief Registrar. If a dog is not registered individual-
ly in the CKC it may be entered at a show, held under these rules, as a “listed” dog, provided

(a) it is not a Miscellaneous breed

(b) if born in Canada, is eligible for individual registration

(c) if foreign born and owned, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration number
is obtained from the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.
A listing fee of $8.40 must accompany the entry of a “listed” dog at a show held under these rules.
Section 8.2: INCOMPLETE ENTRIES
Entry forms which are incomplete or those that contain incorrect information after the closing date
of entries will be void and under no circumstances can changes be made. Any dog taking a win
resulting from such an entry will result in the wins being cancelled.
Section 8.6.2: DISHONORED CHEQUES
Tendering of a dishonored cheque or credit card in payment of entry fees shall be considered
non-payment of entry fees. Clubs may refuse to accept entries from any exhibitor who have been
known to tender dishonored cheques in payment of entry fees unless such entries are accompa-
nied by a money order, cash or certified cheque.

CHAPTER 14 - DISQUALIFICATION

Section 14.1.4

A dog once disqualified for any reason at a Championship show held under these rules cannot
again be shown or entered at a show held under these rules unless and until said dog has been
reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog shown in violation of this section will be can-
celled by the CKC and the owner of said dog is subject to disciplinary action. Note: for any further
information on reinstatement refer to Chapter 14, Section 3 of the Conformation Show Rules and
Regulations

CHAPTER 5 - SHOW OFFICIALS

Section 5.1.5

A show-giving club will be held responsible during the show for the conduct of exhibitors and
spectators. Any person acting in an abusive or objectionable manner must be removed from the
show on complaint to the Show Superintendent.

FOREIGN BORN MINIATURE DACHSHUNDS

Foreign-born Miniature Dachshunds if eligible for registration in the CKC, may be shown as a list-
ed dog up to the age of one (1) year. The owner(s) must then submit an application for registration
to the CKC within thirty (30) days. The listing fee for a Foreign-born Miniature Dachshund will be
$2.00 per show. Failure to comply with these rulings will automatically cancel all points on record.

Canadian Kennel Club Non Member Participation Fee (April 2011)

+ A non member participation fee will be charged to a resident of Canada who is a non-member of
the CKC.

» The non member participation fee is paid in any year a title is earned and covers all titles and
dogs owned by that individual.

+ In order for the title to be awarded, the non member will have a choice to either become a CKC
member or pay the non member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notifica-
tion will result in the title being withheld and the dog cannot be moved up to the next level.

+ All Premium Lists will carry a note stating the fee applies only to dogs wholly owned by non-
member residents of Canada and is not applicable to CKC members.
