No dog may be brought on the grounds or premises of an event if it:

e s known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable diseases;

e Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable diseases within
the last 30 days (prior to the event);

e Has been housed within 30 days prior to the event on premises which there existed distemper,
parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable diseases.

Dehydrated
and RAW in stock. There will be a porta-potty available on site.

Camping

Camping is available ON SITE. Cost is $20 per night. No services - be prepared to be fully self-
sufficient. Motor home generators must be vented upward, and as a courtesy to your fellow campers, generators
will need to be turned off between the hours of 11:00 pm and 6:00 am. Ground is uneven; arrive prepared to
level your unit. Please do not camp near nor block the gates to the trial field nor the parking lot at Wet Noses.
